Nelson Events Strategy Funding Application South Island 
Masters Games 2017  

       

 

1.  Purpose of Report  

1.1  To consider a recommendation from the Events Management Committee 

to provide $75,000 in funding to the Tasman Regional Sports Event Trust 
to assist with the South Island Masters Games due to be held in Nelson 

late September and early October 2017.  

 

2.  Recommendation  

That the Committee  

Receives  the report Nelson Events Strategy 
Funding Application South Island Masters 

Games 2017  (R6858) and its attachments 
(A1671467 , A1671474 and  A1671477) ; and  

Approves  funding of $75,000 for the Tasman 

Regional Sports Event Trust, through the Events 
Marketing  and Development Programme, for the 

2017 South Island Masters Games subject to all 
contractual conditions being agreed to.  

 
 
 

3.  Background  

3.1  The Nelson Events Strategy focuses on economic development through 
support for events in the shoulder and off peak seasons. The target 

market is visitors from outside the Nelson region. The guiding principles 
for the Strategy are included as Attachment 1.  

3.2  The funding is distributed through the Events Marketing and 
Development Programme. The Nelson Regional Dev elopment Agency is 

the lead agency for the management of the funds and chairs the Events 
Management Committee.  
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4.  Discussion  

Application  

4.1  The South Island Masters Games was first held in Timaru in 2000 as a 
Millennium Project. Due to its success, it is  now a biennial event in 

Timaru attracting over 3,000 participants. From 2003 -2009 the Games 
were held in Christchurch in alternate years from Timaru.  

4.2  Following a successful bid from the Tasman Regional Sports Trust, the 
South Island Master Games were held in Nelson in 2011, 2013 and 2015, 
and the Trust has secured the rights to hold the event in 2017. It 

continues to be held in Timaru in alternate years.  

4.3  The 2017 South Island Masters Games is expected to attract 

approximately 2,300 participants, wi th approximately half of participants 
and supporters coming from outside the region. Of 865 attendees at the 
2015 Games who responded to a survey question about where they live, 

just over 55% were from outside the Nelson Tasman region. Relevant 
survey resu lts are included as Attachment 2.  

4.4  The Tasman Regional Sports Event Trust has submitted a full application, 
including business plan, budgets and marketing initiatives, and has 
requested $77,650 from the Events Marketing and Development 

Programme to be s pent on marketing initiatives and activities to attract 
visits to the region. The application is attached as Attachment 3. 

Requests for funding up to $50,000 may be approved by the Chief 
Executive, but bids in excess of this require approval by the Committ ee.  

 Application Evaluation  

4.5  The Events Marketing and Development Programme Coordinator and the 
Events Management Committee undertook an economic impact 

assessment of the 2015 event using the Councilôs Nelson City Event 
Evaluation model and established that the event generated a total GDP 

of $1,040,221, significantly up on the $756,734 total GDP generated 
from the 2013 event.  

4.6  If the funding is provided then the event organiser will be required to 

survey attendees so the success of the event, and ther efore the success 
of the sponsorship, can be measured and evaluated.  

4.7  The Trust has received the following funding from the Events Marketing 
and Development Fund: $65,000 in 2015, $49,999 in 2013 and $58,000 
in 2011.  

4.8  The $77,650 funding request appl ication has been assessed by the 
Events Management Committee which recommend that $75,000 be 

provided for specific marketing and promotional activities. The event is a 
great showcase for Nelson and is a good fit for seasonality and the 
destinationôs positioning. The economic impact shows a significant dollar 

return to the region.  
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5.  Options  

5.1  The decision for the Governance Committee is whether to support the 
recommendation to provide funding to the South Island Masters Games. 
The options are:  

5.2  The Com mittee could decline to provide funding for this event;  

5.3  The Committee could approve a lesser or greater amount of funding;  

5.4  The Committee could decide to support the recommendation to provide 
funding. This is the preferred option, since the event ha s been held in 
the region in 2015, 2013 and 2011 and event organisers have 

demonstrated that they are able to run a well -managed and successful 
event. Thus the funding is expected to provide the desired outcome of 

increased economic return for the City. Th e event utilises the Saxton 
facility, in line with Councilôs expressed desire to maximise use of Council 
facilities.  

6.  Conclusion  

6.1  The Events Management Committee fully supports the application, 

although to a slightly lesser level than the $77,650 spon sorship 
requested by the Tasman Regional Sports Trust.  

6.2  Based on the economic impact assessment undertaken it is expected that 
the event will generate considerable economic return for the City.  

6.3  Taking into consideration the detailed application, the  Nelson Events 

Strategy Guiding Principles for Signatory and Major Events, and the 
recommendation from the Events Management Committee, it is 

recommended that the Tasman Regional Sports Event Trust be awarded 
$75,000 sponsorship to assist with the marketin g and promotion of the 
South Island Masters Games to be held in Nelson in September/October
