She said changing people’s
mindsets and making habit changes easy were key to achieving a modal
shift. She spoke about the role of e-bikes and the need to be able to
transport these on buses. She spoke in support of express ways,
improving the bus terminal to attract service users, and extending
services to North Nelson, with park and ride options and lock-up
facilities.
